Outside his casework, Richard was involved for several 
years with setting and marking the European Qualifying 
Examination, is a contributing editor to the CIPA Patents 
Training Manual, and speaks regularly on patent-related 
topics in the US and Europe.
Christopher Rennie-Smith is a Consultant with the law 
firm Collyer-Bristow LLP, based in London. He was 
formerly a Chairman of a biotechnology Board of Appeal 
and member of the Enlarged Board of Appeal at the 
European Patent Office in Munich, until his retirement in 
April 2014. Prior to joining the EPO he was a lecturer in 
law at Sheffield University and then practised for over 
twenty years as a solicitor in London, specialising in 
intellectual property litigation.
